WHAT IS THE WEST POINT LEADERSHIP AWARD?  

The West Point Leadership Award is a civic award presented by the West Point Society of Rochester to the High School student that best represents the ideals and values of West Point. The winner receives a $100 scholarship, and their name is added to the trophy. The trophy is then loaned to and on display at the winner’s high school for several months.
 IS THERE ANY COST OR OBLIGATION TO APPLY FOR THE AWARD? 

 No.  The West Point Society of Rochester (alumni association) funds the program. There is no cost or obligation to apply for the award. 

 I DON’T THINK I WILL APPLY TO WEST POINT, ROTC, OR ANY OF THE SERVICE ACADEMIES. MAY I STILL APPLY FOR THE LEADERSHIP AWARD? 
 Yes. There is no requirement to apply for admission to West Point to be qualified for the award. The award recipient will be selected based on their personal qualifications and abilities. Nineteen of the twenty three award recipients have not received appointments to West Point. 

 HOW DO I APPLY FOR THIS AWARD? 

 You may download an application (MS Word). Complete either the hard copy or electronic application and have your school guidance counselor review it. You should ask your counselor to include a copy of your transcript, and any letters of recommendation or certificates that you might have on file, as those usually strengthens the application. Your counselor should add any comments, sign in block 9 and scan and e-mail the entire packet for you. It is also a good idea to make a copy of your application for both you and your counselor. The application must be received as a PDF document from a school counsel’s e-mail address.
 WHAT HAPPENS NEXT? 

 Each member of our selection committee independently reviews and assesses each application. The committee then convenes to discuss each and every application. Fall finalists will be selected by December 10th from those applications (submitted by high school juniors) that are received before November 1st. Spring finalists will be selected from all applications (both Spring and Fall) that are received before April 16th. Individuals who apply in the Fall, and are not notified they are a Finalist by December 10th may submit supplemental information prior to the April 16th deadline. Therefore, it is in each student’s best interest to apply early. 

 HOW IS THE WINNER SELECTED? 

 After reviewing all applications, the West Point Society will complete its evaluation and select the winner. Each Finalist, and their friends and families, will be invited to attend the next local Army/Navy football game party here in Rochester. The atmosphere is festive and relaxed.
